District Requirements:

· Complete the District Scholarship subcommittee’s interview report
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· Complete and sign the District Endorsement page after interview of candidate
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  Required for All Ambassadorial Scholarship Types:

· Application submitted on a current application form.
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· Are five (5) study institutions preferences listed with no more than two in any one country, and are these study institutions located in areas where the scholar has not previously studied 
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· Are the Language Ability Forms completed (if applicable)
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· Are two signed recommendation forms attached
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· Has the candidate read and signed the Applicant’s Certification page
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· Has an appropriate and willing sponsor counselor been appointed for candidate and is his/her information listed on the Rotary Club Endorsement  page
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· Does the Rotary Club President’s signature appear on Rotary Club Endorsement page
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· Have the required essays (one and two), autobiography, statement of intent, list summarizing principal interests and activities been completed and attached
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· Has candidate included a translation of the essays into the language of the first choice study institution, if it is not his/her native language
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· Are transcripts of all post-secondary, or college coursework attached
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· Are original copies submitted.
Additional information required for Cultural Ambassadorial Scholarships:

· Has candidate identified the language proposed for study and the country  of preference  [page 13]
· Has candidate completed at least one (1) year study of the language.
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The primary purpose of these scholarships is to further international understanding and friendly relations among people of different countries.  There are no gender/age restrictions for applicants.  Scholars will study or train in another country where Rotary Clubs are located.  Emphasis for all scholarships will be placed on selecting candidates who are proposing humanitarian goals and are planning to return to District 7470.
Scholars are expected to be outstanding ambassadors of goodwill to the people of the host country through both formal and informal appearances before Rotary Clubs.
Fifteen (15) copies of each application must be submitted.
*Applicants cannot be lineal descendants of Rotarians.
